[This is a listing of the ÒAÓ items in Hoi Barbaroi: a Quarter-century at Barbarian Press (2004) 
with the addition of the books printed subsequently. This does not include books printed for other publishers. 
The prices were the prices at publication; many of the books are now of course trading at much higher rates, 
but we have included the original prices for interestÕs sake.] 
 
[CURRENT FAIR MARKET  PRICES AS OF MARCH 2008, SOME ESTIMATED AND SOME DIRECTLY

OF THE FIFTIETH ANNIVERSARY OF THEIR WEDDING.  (1977) Bodoni printed in ochre, blue 
and black on Barcham Green Hayle handmade, with decorative cuts on each page. Side-
stabbed and sewn, then glued into marbled wraps. 12 copies: 9 for presentation; 3 for sale.  
C$25.00. (8 “made-up” proof copies were assembled and given to friends and family.) O/P. 
Excessively scarce. [This has never appeared for sale. Estimated current fair market price 
C$1500.00] 
 
A2. Elsted, Crispin. 14 CHANGES ON A SAO OF HUANG BAU-XI. (1977) Quarter cloth and 
printed paper; cellophane dw. 85 copies.  This is the only book published by the press not 
printed at the press, and not printed by letterpress: it was designed by CE, and printed by 
Stellar Press, Herts.  C$15.00. O/P.  [Current fair market price C$400.00] 
 
2a. A second state of 15 copies, printed on Barcham Green Chilham handmade paper, was 
not issued, and remained in sheets until it was issued in conjunction with the press’s 25th 
anniversary in 2002. These were handbound in a full black morocco binding with scarlet 
leather blind-stamped onlays and a scarlet label, slipcased with one of the 14 poems of the 
sequence in holograph pamphlet- stitched into a red paper cover and signed and dated by 
the author. C$1,150.00/US$898.

A3. Elsted, Crispin and Jan Elsted, edd. THIS WORLDE’S JOIE. (1980) Sewn in wraps. 126 
copies, 100 for sale. A miniature. An anthology of various poems from the Anglo-Saxon to 
Shakespeare. C$10.00. O/P.  [Current fair market price C$30.00] 
 
A4. (Various). ALBION BROADSHEETS 1980-81.  Twelve boxed broadsheets in separate 
labelled folders. 75 copies; 50 for sale. $C120.00. O/P.  [Current fair market value C$750.00] 
Poets included Crispin Elsted, Robert Bringhurst, Helen Adam, Kenneth Rexroth, Diane Wakoski, Ian 
Hamilton Finlay, Dennis Lee, Theresa Kishkan, John Pass, August Kleinzahler, and Andrzej Busza. ¦ 
We were just getting started at this point, and didnÕt always know what we were doing. The labels and the 
envelopes in the folders were glued in some (not all) of the sets with rubber cement (God help us), and in one 
of our copies the glue has given out and there is some staining.  Some sets might show similar damage. If so, 



we have a few spare labels left (a very few!) and we would be glad to send duplicates to replace damaged or 
stained labels if we can. The folders themselves were stock machine-made American cover papers, and the 
colours are mostly discontinued, but some approximate replacements might be easily made. In any case, acid-
free papers could be interleaved to minimise any further problems. We live and learn!

few lines of poetry, and separated by Japanese tissues. It was produced as a birthday present for a friend, and 
a small edition was run. WeÕve never seen this offered anywhere. 
 
A6. Paston, Marjorie. TWO LETTERS. (1983) Bembo in black with grey rules and red 
decorations on Ingres white. Quarter cloth and printed paper. 29 copies, 3 for presentation, 
26 for sale.

A10. Barnett, C.Z., after Charles Dickens. A CHRISTMAS CAROL, OR, THE MISER’S 
WARNING. A Drama in 2 Acts. (1984) Scotch roman and italic on Zerkall Cream Wove. Half 
cloth and printed paper, slipcased. 350 copies. With six wood engravings commissioned 
from E.N. Ellis (i.e. Edwina Ellis), + two printers’ marks and a press device, all printed from 
the wood. C$120.00. [Current fair market value C$200.00]

[Current fair market value C$300.00] Like A Mixed Exhibition (7) this is very scarce indeed.  
 
A12. Kaplinski, Jaan, translated with an introduction by Sam Hamill. THE SAME SEA IN US 
ALL. (1985) Spectrum on Mohawk Superfine, with monoprinted title page and upper cover 
in blue, red and black. Quarter cloth and printed paper, with printed dw. 200 copies. 
C$60.00. O/P. [Current fair market value C$140.00] This was the first collection of KaplinskiÕs 
poems published in English, pace the later Breitenbush trade edition which made the claim.

BELLS THAT RANG AN OLD YEAR OUT AND A NEW YEAR IN.  A Goblin Drama, in 4

paper, slipcased. With six wood engravings by Colin Paynton, + two printers’ marks and a 
press device, all printed from the wood.

We believe this was Colin PayntonÕs first book commission too; he now works as Colin See-Paynton. 
 
A14. Bringhurst, Robert. THE BLUE ROOFS OF JAPAN.  A Score for Interpenetrating Voices. 
(1986) Spectrum in blue, black and blind on Frankfurt white laid. Block sewn into wraps of 
Richard de Bas handmade paper. 100 copies, numbered and signed. C$75.00  O/P [Current 
fair market value C$200.00] There is also a ÒtradeÓ edition of 150 copies, printed for the late William 
Hoffer from the same type but on different paper and with a different cover, and a cancel title page. We have 
a very few copies of this state which we re-acquired after HofferÕs death; apparently he destroyed some of the 
edition after quarrelling with Bringhurst and coming to some conclusion about our being ÔunworthyÕ. This was 
typical Hoffer behaviour and no one paid very much attention. The Barbarian Press edition is very hard to 
find.   
 
(1986) Joanna 
roman and italic on Mohawk Letterpress, with calligraphy by Yim-tse on upper cover and 
title page. Full scarlet cloth, stamped on upper cover. 200 copies. C$35.00. O/P. [Current 
fair market value C$90.00] This was later issued in a rather badly produced offset edition from 
Breitenbush Books of Portland, Oregon.

This was 
the last book published in SkeltonÕs lifetime, and the last edition he signed.

Four copies for presentation were printed on vintage Wookey Hole Invicta handmade, and bound by HŽl•ne 
Francoeur to a design by Crispin Elsted in half leather with false bands, printed in gold on the spine, with 
vellum over boards and a leather label printed in gold, slipcased. [Estimated fair market value if one 
were to surface: C$1,400.00]

+ 15 broadsides & 2 folders, Barbarian Press, Mission, 2001 (2002). Number 1 of 52 copies (+ 8 
"retree") printed in many colours, but chiefly in maroon and black, on Zerkall and other papers and signed 
by Jan and Crispin Elsted. Signed kallitype print by David Evans on the title-page, various engraved devices 
by Edwina Ellis and others. Introduction side-stiched with hemp into heavy grey paper wrappers with printed 
title label. The whole traycased in a maroon cloth-covered box, printed title labels on the spine and front, with 
a piece of 72-point Bembo type in the lower right-hand corner denoting the number. A fine copy. A 
magnificent though rather overwhelming tour-de-force. Each broadside (in some cases poster would be more apt 
description) is a highly individual and decorative treatment of the typeface employed. Unsurprisingly, some 
broadsides work better than others, but the overall effect is stunning.
